On April 8th, Mike Julien met with Tim Runion to inspect the house for issuance of an Occupancy Permit for the home at 305 E. market Street.  The permit was delivered to Mr. Runion’s business on April 16th.  

On April 8th, Mike received a call from Mr. Tim Hunsaker advising that he was assuming responsibility for the Buren Trace sub-development and requested a meeting to discuss several issues.  A suggested date of April 20th was proposed. Mike spoke with Mr. Hunsaker regarding several questions he had regarding the appeals process on April 17th.  Mike advised him that some of the things he wanted to see were in violation of the current Deeds Restrictions and would require a change to the zoning ordinance.  Mike recommended that he state his case before the Planning Commission and they would make a recommendation to Council if they agreed with the proposed changes.  

On April 14th, Mrs. Tina Lowery called to ask about the requirements for a driveway and sidewalk for the residence at 206 Elm Street.  A review of the requirements and needed permits were discussed and Mike gave tentative approval to pour their driveway on 4/15.  Mike met with Mr. & Mrs. Lowery on April 17th and provided them with the applications needed along with the need to remove the chain link dog kennel at the rear of the house.  

A zoning permit was issued to the Lowery’s on April 19th.  The permit was mailed along with a letter reminding them that the dog kennel fence was illegal and must be removed or replaced with the proper fencing by May 20th.
