New Business:

1. Reviewed monthly report of light zoning activity.

· Mike Julien noticed that a shed has been erected at the 211 W. Market Street address without obtaining or requesting a zoning certificate.  He prepared a letter advising the resident that this is a violation of the Village Zoning Ordinance and submits it for your approval prior to delivery.

· Also, Mike noted that a deck is under construction at a home on 211 South Main Street. He discussed the need for the proper application and Zoning Permit process with the residents.  They indicated that the “previous” Zoning Inspector advised them that they would not need a permit because the deck was inside a fenced area.  He told them that the necessity for a permit was independent of placement on a property unless it is inside a roofed structure.  Also advised them that previous permits were only good for one year from issuance date and a new application and permit would be required.  Mike delivered an application with a copy of the Zoning Fee Schedule on Sunday, July 26th.  He advised the residents that he needed the completed application back along with the applicable fee and drawings prior to the July Planning Commission meeting. As of today’s meeting, he has not received any paperwork from the property owner.

2. Discussed actions plans for delinquency/negligence of obtaining proper zoning applications and permits.

3. Reviewed the draft of the Zoning Pamphlet.
