New Business:

1. Mike Julien received a call from Mr. Steve Endicott regarding question about his fence permit issued late 2008.  Mr. Endicott intends to erect a fence at the rear of his home and inquired as to the proximity of the fence to the sidewalk.  Mike advised him that he may want to remain a few feed inside the utility easements as identified by OUPS (already marked).  Doing so would preclude his having to move any portion of the fence should a utility company need access for maintenance of the lines.

2. Mr. Michael Leifheit at 204 Elm St. requested a shed permit.  Mike delivered the permit and received it completed along with his application fee.  The shed is pre-constructed and will be delivered within the next couple of weeks.  

3. Mr. Adam Still at 202 E. Walnut Street plans to build a fence on his property around a small play apparatus.  Mr. Still also plans an ornamental arbor in a flower garden behind his home.  The checks were collected for the two projects on May 20th. 

4. New resident “Welcome Packages” were prepared for Jeffrey A. and Kimberly Williams of 213 N. Main Street and Samuel Trout who had purchased the property at 106 S. Main Street.

5. The question arises concerning multiple projects and the former practice of joining separate applications to constitute one project.  In that the fee schedule as adopted by Village Council significantly reduced the costs for many of the application costs; Mike suggested that each project necessitate a separate application and fee as indicated on the fee schedule.  Special circumstances could still be reviewed by the Planning Commission with a recommendation to Council to waive fees based on the circumstances for a given applicant. Zoning Committee approved this action.
