New Business:

1. Village Wide Spring Clean-up day is set for May 1, 2010. . 

2. Hancock-Wood has agreed to reposition the Van Buren Athletics’ banners in late June or early July. 

3. Joe and Jim are planning to complete their visional inspection and document all deterring sidewalks by August 31. 
4. The Village has been notified that the ODOT SRTS grant was approved. The total grant was $114,000.00. Plans are to meet with ODOT officials during the third quarter to finalize the project
5. The following items have been completed concerning ODOT’s Safe Routes to School program:

· Education concerning the route to school

· Teachers K- 5 for 8 days walked the route with their students to make them aware of the route

· Village and a two mile radius of the Village limits sent a map to all residents that depicted the route 

· The Art Department wishes to paint a design that will help the students and parents to use this route

· Village met with Sheriff to patrol the route and encourage the students that were using an alternative route 

· Village posted the route on the Community Board 

· Village and the School posted residents along the route for one week to help encourage the students to follow the route if using an alternative route

· The Village and the Sheriff Department educated the students were to cross and what to look for when crossing for 3 days- Hands-on event


· Plans are to develop a pamphlet for the students depicting the route

· An article in this Bi-Annual Village Newsletters will capture this event 

· How many students live within the 2 mile radius of the VB Schools

· 87 students live within the Village limits

· 81 students live from the Village limits to a 1 mile radius


· 167 students live within 1 mile to 2 mile radius

· How many students that live within the two mile radius would benefit

· The number is hard to predict, however, my guess would be 150 students
